Attention Grandparents and Relative Caregivers

Do you worry what your grands or relative child(ren) in your care will do with themselves while they are out of school for the summer or on school breaks? This program may help.

Seniors Raising Children's Program

· What is this program?
Qualifying relatives may receive assistance for their child(ren)'s involvement in a program of your choice such as camps of all types including instructional (math, reading and other), athletic, music, art, dance or church camp/activity. You, the elderly caregiver, can relax knowing that 1) some/all of the cost will be covered, and 2) the child/ young adult is safe in a nurturing environment. 

· Who qualifies?
The grandparent or relative caregiver must be at least 55 years of age and live in Anderson, Cherokee, Greenville, Pickens, Oconee or Spartanburg counties.

The child(ren) must live full time in their home (visiting for the summer does not qualify);

Parents may not live in the home or on the property;

You must provide a copy of a SC issued photo ID and documentation from a school that documents the home address of the child(ren). All documentation must come with the application for help to be provided!
Child(ren) must be under the age of 18 years of age.

· How do I participate?
Contact the program at 864-242-9733 and ask for a family caregiver support program advocate. You will be sent an application and a self-addressed stamped envelope for its return
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
